BALLET STUDENTS

HAIR: Hair must be pulled up into a bun.
(Dancers with short hair need to wear it secured
away from the face.) This is mandatory.

DANCE SKIRTS: Skirts are not allowed in class
until the dancer reaches pointe level. A skirt
inhibits the teacher from viewing all of a dancer’s
body. This can cause students to dance with
incorrect posture and placement. Dancers at point
level may wear pink or black skirts only.
